The central department of Education offers undergraduate (B.Ed.), and graduate (M.Ed.) programs at its premises. All the programs are run in semester system to bring the present day world education with the innovation and cooperation in the teaching and learning environment.  Undergraduate (B.Ed.) level programs are run in five areas like: English Education, Nepali Education, Mathematics Education, Health Education, and Computer Science and Information Technology (CSIT) and Graduate (M.Ed.) level programs are run in six areas like: English Education (TESOL), Nepali Education, Mathematics Education, Health Education, Curriculum, Planning and Leadership (CPL) and Special Need Education (SNE). The departments  plans to add some more subjects at undergraduate and graduate levels in near future and the planning is under consideration in the areas like ECD (Early Childhood Development) and SNE at undergraduate level.

Present status of the students:
The central department of Education holds total 1153 students in total among them there are 1050 students are studying in undergraduate level and 103 students are in graduate level. If we analyze the data subject wise, there are 192 students in total studying major English among them in graduate level there are 29 and in undergraduate level there are 163 students. Likewise, in Nepali education there are 36 students in graduate level and 243 students in undergraduate level altogether there are 279 students studying Nepali education. In the same way, there are 406 students studying Health Education in undergraduate level and 13 students in graduate level. The total number of studying health education is 419. Similarly, there are total 60 students majoring Mathematics among them 46 are in undergraduate level and 14 in graduate level. Similarly, there are total 11 students studying Special Need Education in graduate level and 192 students studying CSIT in undergraduate level. 



Faculties and Staff (Teaching Staff and non-teaching staff)
The total number of faculties in the department is 26. Out of them 2 faculties holds PhD degrees and 3 of them holds MPhil. degree.and rest of them holds Masters at least in one subject. There are 6 assistant professors in the English Education department and 1 of them holds MPhil degree and rest of them are pursuing their PhD degree and holds masters degree.Similarly, in Nepali Education department there are 3 assistant professors. Out of them 1 holds MPhil degree and rest of them holds masters degree and pursuing the PhD degree. Likewise, in Health Education department there are 3 assistant professors working.In Math education department there is 1 professor and 2 assistant professors working as a full time faculty in the department.  In Computer education department we have 2 assistant professors and full time faculty and 1 in a contract basis.In CPL department we have 1 PhD assistant professor and 1 MPhil degree holder assistant professor and 4 other assistant professors.  Similarly we have 1 PhD holder assistant professor in the department of Special Needs Education. There is 1 assistant professor in population education faculty.
Similarly, the departmnt holds 2 assistant administrators full time non-teaching staff. Likewise, 2 head assistants and 2 office assistants are working at the department.

There seems fluctuation in the students enrollment in the department. The number of female students taking the admission seems more at all the level than that of male counterpart.In the year 2020 total 378 students took admission out of which the number of male students were 79 and the female were 299 at undergraduate level and at graduate level total 87 students took admission among them there were 61 female and 26 male students.  In the same way in the year 2021 total 369 students took admission out of which 304 students in undergraduate level and 65 in graduate level. If we further categorize them according to the gender we come to see that 215 female students took admission in undergraduate level and 89 male students enrolled in the course. Similarly in graduate level out of 65 students there were 35 female   and 30 male students. Similarly altogether 243 students enrolled in the department in the year 2022. In the undergraduate level there were 185 students out of which 61 were male and 124 were female. And in the graduate level 20 male and 38 female students took admission. The following graph presents the situation of the students enrollment in the last three years of the department .

Infrastructural Status
The department holds two buildings used for  teaching and learning activities and a separate building with two rooms for office purpose. Overall the department has 18 rooms for classroom purpose and two computer labs and one Hod's chamber in total. The department doesn’t have dedicated library for education department but we have one library which is common for all the department students consisting of thousands of textbooks and reference books. There are five toilets located at different parts of the buildings for students and teachers with running water facilities. The building for office consists of two rooms as account section and the administrative section.Students have access to fresh and  pure drinking water. There are four faucets that provide filtered and cold water access to the students and the teachers. 
Educational Aids
All the classrooms dedicated for teaching and learning activities are fully equipped with the benches and desks which are permanently  fixed in the classroom.Every classroom is having one podium for teachers use as rostrum and the whiteboard attached in each classroom.  The computer lab consists 48 computers connected with the internet. We don’t have separate operating department library for students. However, there is a library with the reference books for teachers.

The table presents the total income of the three fiscal year. In the fiscal year 2076/077 the total income generated is 23,610,897.00 and the expenditure is 24,000,981.00. The income and the expenditure is in the increasing trend every year. In the fiscal year 2077/078 the income is 27,552,615.00 and the expenditure is 25,462,623.00. Similarly, in the fiscal year 2078/079 the total income is 28,406,290.00 and the expenditure is 31,248,007.00. The trend in income and expenditure is in increasing level.

In the year 2078/079 total 24.79% of the income is generated from the student fee and the remaining 75.81% of the income is received from the university. The lion's share of the budget is spent upon the salary of the teachers and the staff. In the year 2078/079 total 86.76% of the expenditure is spent upon the salary. Similarly, 8.17% of the budget is spent upon the operational title of the budget. The department spent pity amount  in the research and publication i.e.0.04 % of the budget and in capital expenditure 5.02 % of the budget.   
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
